February 11: Praise God for the brave individuals and organizations working for peace and justice in Pakistan. Please pray for their
numbers to grow daily, and for strength, protection and unity among them.

February 12: Pray that God would give a sense of hope among the Christians of Pakistan, equipping them to “run with perseverance the
race marked out” for them.

February 13: Ask God to bless the nation of Pakistan as a whole, pouring out healing, love, forgiveness, hope and joy in abundance. O
